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Mary C. Dondero Parent-Teacher Association (PTA)

Article I: Name

The name of this organization is the Mary C. Dondero Parent—Teacher Association
(Dondero PTA) of Portsmouth, NH. It is a local PTA unit organized under the authority
of the New Hampshire Congress of Parents and Teachers (the New Hampshire PTA), a
branch of the National Congress of Parents and Teachers (the National PTA).

** Article Il: Articles of Organization

The articles of organization of the Dondero PTA include (a) the bylaws of such
organization and (b) the certificate of incorporation or articles of incorporation of such
organization (in cases in which the organization is a corporation) or the articles of
association by whatever name (in cases in which the organization exists as an
unincorporated association).

** Article lll: Purposes

Section 1. The Purposes of the Dondero PTA, in common with those of the National
PTA and the New Hampshire PTA, are:

a. To promote the welfare of children and youth in home, school, community
and place of worship

b. To raise the standards of home life

c. To secure adequate laws for the care and protection of children and youth

d. To bring into closer relation the home and the school, that parents and
teachers may cooperate intelligently in the education of children and
youth

e. To develop between educators and the general public such united efforts

as will secure for all children and youth the highest advantages in
physical, mental, social and spiritual education.

Section 2. The Purposes of the National PTA, the New Hampshire PTA and the
Dondero PTA are promoted through an educational program directed toward parents,
teachers, and the general public; are developed through conferences, committees,
projects, and programs; and are governed and qualified by the basic policies set forth in
Article IV.
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
