What is a Room Parent?

A Room Parent is a Mom or Dad or Caregiver who volunteers to support the efforts of 
their child’s homeroom teacher, making their classroom an even more wonderful place 
to learn, to celebrate, and to play.

Room Parents are the classroom teacher’s go-to people for the current school year.

Room Parents will need to contact other parents of the class when volunteers are 
needed for celebrations, for chaperoning and/or driving on field trips, for facilitating 
learning activities, and for collecting materials and resources.

Room Parents are responsible for coordinating the volunteers who will then organize 
grade-specific fundraising which contributes to the Environmental School fund.

Room Parents work in teams of two, sharing the responsibilities of the job, for their 
particular class, and they will, at times, need to work with the Room Parents of other 
classes within their grade level.

Room Parents must be able to communicate well with other parents and reach out to 
the classroom teacher on a regular basis.

And bonus Room Parent qualities may include any of the following: creativity, positive 
attitude, enthusiasm, community resourcefulness, team-building, and problem-
solving.
